No pickups are scheduled on holidays, including Election Day, Tuesday,
November 5; Veteran's Day, Monday, November 11; Thanksgiving,
Thursday and Friday, November 28 and 29; Christmas, Tuesday,
December 24 and Wednesday, December 25; and New Year's Eve,
Tuesday, December 31.

Leaf pickup alternates between the north and south sides of U.S. 30 on
a weekly basis. The week of Thanksgiving — Monday, November 25
through Wednesday, November 27 - is when crews collect leaves on
town properties, including the parks, the watertowers, etc, said Chad
Nondorf, Public Works Director. "We also use this week to catch up as
typically this is when accumulation is the heaviest,” Nondorf said.

To avoid an ordinance violation and to prevent flooding caused by
blockage of storm drains, please don't put leaves in the street. If there is
no curb, please place leaves within 5 feet of the street so that Public
Works equipment can reach them. And always make certain the leaves
are free of other debris.
